At Horsham a smaller team of 6 experienced swimmers picked up a handful of gold medals to add to their
haul of golds from the Haslemere open the weekend before. Wherever they compete these days the "green”
WSC gala squad hats often pop up at the front.

Worthing water polo squad joined in the medal feast finishing in 3rd place in their national league debut
season. Not to be out done by the swimming and water polo sections the Worthing divers grabbed all 6 gold
medals at the recent Sussex county plain diving competition.
